


Prerequisites: Educational experience in one of the following: hydrology and streamflow measurements, coastal shoreline and beach processes,
general soil characteristics and classifications, or wetlands and riparian vegetation identification. Field experience in stream surveys, measuring

distances on the ground, recording observations would be helpful, but is not required. Office experience in preparing records of field work, scale
drawings, draft technical reports with references, and final reports and illustrations would be helpful, but is not required.
